The minimum resolution for scanned line drawings is 600 dpi; for photos

(grayscale pictures), 300 dpi is sufficient. These values refer to the final size of

the figures. If the figures have to be enlarged or reduced in size, the correct

scanning resolution can be calculated as followed:

600 (or 300) dpi multiplied by the enlargement or reduction factor.

• Photos (grayscale pictures) should be saved as *.tif; figures with a large

amount of lettering should preferably be saved as *.eps (include fonts).

• Screenshots should also be saved with a resolution of 300 dpi.
